Silent Auction Rules

Bidding
Bidding begins at 7:30 p.m.

To bid, write your name and the amount of your bid on the first available line on
the bid sheet for the item on which you are bidding. All raises should be in whole
dollar increments according to the minimum raise shown on the bid sheet. Please
note next to your bid if you have chosen expedited check out.

If you are a two-last-name couple, please use the last name indicated on your
bid file. You'll be told which one it is when you check in!

PLEASE PRINT LEGIBLY!

Do not forget to return and check your bid periodically as others may be bidding
against you. An announcement will be made prior to the closing of each auction
table.

This year we are introducing something new: The Guaranteed Winning Bid!
No more standing in line or hovering over the auction items you desperately
want. You can bypass a bidding war if you are willing to pay top dollar for an
item! It’s that easy!

Here’s how it works: all items in the Silent Auction are open to bidding. Each
item, however, will also list a “Guaranteed Winning Bid” that is set above the
value of the item. Guaranteed Winning Bids may be made at any time prior to the
time of a section’s closing. A “Guaranteed Winning Bid” ends all bidding and
guarantees the sale of that item to the “Guaranteed” bidder. If no one chooses to
be the Guaranteed Purchaser, the last highest valid bid at the closing will be the
successful bidder.




Checking Out

You may choose expedited check out by filling out a credit card form when you
check in so that you do not have to go through the check out process. This
means that when the winners are announced, you may simply pick up your win-
nings and leave! Your total will be calculated and the Temple office will run your
credit card. A listing of your winning items with the amount paid for each will be
mailed to you for your records.

If you prefer not to use the expedited check out procedures, you must present a
payment to one of the cashiers. Cashiers will begin receiving payments after all
of the winners have been tabulated. Payments must be made in full on the eve-
ning of January 23, 2010.

» Cash, Personal Checks, Visa and Mastercard will be accepted.

* All Sales are final

All available auction items are to be picked up on the night of the auction.

Values listed with the auction items reflect the donors’ estimates.
